   7th ANNUAL FLAPJACK FUND-RAISER

Many of you know Shreveport/Caddo Parish Crime Stoppers is a non profit organization which 
pays cash rewards  for  information lead ing  to a felony arrest(s).   However, w hat many of you may 
not know is Crime Stoppers  relies on the generous  donations from citizens and businesses to help 
fund this program. Crime Stoppers has provided information which has assisted our investigators 
with solving numerous crimes, arresting violent offenders, recovered thousands of dollars in 
stolen property and removed many weapons  and narcotics  from our streets.    Year to date, Caddo 
Crime Stoppers has recovered $6200.00 in stolen property, arrested 52 suspects clearing 45 cases, 
paid out over $9,000.00 in rewards and launched over.
 

On Saturday, November 9 th, between 8:00 AM - 10:00 AM, Shreveport-Caddo Parish Crime 
Stoppers will once again partner with Applebee’s Restaurant, 9088 Mansfield Road  for our  7 th 
Annual "Flapjack Fund-raiser".
