STREET CLOSURE FOR CITY OF SHREVEPORT’S

for the event. 
 
“Only the 500 block of Travis Street will be closed,” says Ragle.  “No other downtown 
streets will be closed.”  
 
Mayor Cedric B. Glover and Shreveport City Council Chairwoman Joyce Bowman 
selected the 500 block of Travis because they wanted to create a New Orleans outdoor 
street festival atmosphere for the pep rally.  Shreveport’s own Buddy Flett will bring his 
second-line brass band, vendors will bring their best Louisiana dishes, you can get a  
fleur-de-lis tattoo (temporary) and members of the “Who Dat” Nation will be decked-out 
in their black and gold to show their team spirit for the Super Bowl bound NFC 
Champions, the New Orleans Saints.  
 
“We do not anticipate that parking will be a problem,” says Ragle.  “In fact, we’re 
planning for a fantastic crowd and a city event that will be remembered and talked about 
for a long time.”
