Suspect Kane Koob Suspect William Austin donds

Shreveport Police have four suspects in custody after a phone call about suspicious activity leads officers to discover
a car burglary spree in progress.

On December 6, 2017 just before 8:00 pm, Officers with the Criminal Response Unit responded to reports of
suspicious subjects prowling around vehicles at the Arbors Apartment Complex at 9137 Mansfield Road. They
arrived and located four subjects, two adults and two juveniles. Two subjects fled but caught a short time later.

Detectives with the Property Crimes Unit responded and were able to view video footage and collect other evidence
that allegedly showed Kane Koob, 19, of the 2800 block of Holiday Lane, William Austin Edmonds, 22, of the 300
block of Mayo Road, and two juveniles working together to commit multiple vehicle burglaries at the apartment
complex. Additionally, detectives were able to find evidence that linked Koob and Edwards to vehicle burglaries
that occurred at the apartment complex on December 5, 2017. CRU members and detectives were able to locate
victims and return stolen property.

Koob and Edmonds were booked into the Shreveport City Jail on a count each of Attempted Simple Burglary and
four counts each of Simple Burglary. The two juveniles were booked into the Caddo Parish Juvenile Detention
Center on one count each of Attempted Simple Burglary and Simple Burglary.
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
