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Afternoon shooting leaves man injured 

 
 

Shreveport Police are investigating a shooting that left a man injured in west Shreveport yesterday afternoon. 
 
On January 17, 2018 just before 4:00 pm, Shreveport Police responded to the 4700 block of Lyba Street on reports 
of a shooting. They arrived to find 18-year-old La’Gregory Burns suffering from a single gunshot wound to the leg. 
Burns was transported to University Health with non-life threatening injuries. 
 
Detectives responded and began their investigation. Burns advised investigators that he and his girlfriend were 
walking down Lyba Street when a red four-door car drove along side of them. Burns told investigators that there 
were multiple males in the vehicle and they were talking to him in an aggressive manner. One of the suspects then 
allegedly fired shots at him striking him once in the leg. Burns advised that he could not describe any of the males. 
The investigation is ongoing. 
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
