UPDATE: Through their continued investigation, detectives were able to identify 35-year-old Lucas Taylor as
the man they believe to be the second suspect in this Armed Robbery. Detectives procured a warrant for
Taylor’s arrest charging him with one count of Armed Robbery.

Shreveport Police have a man in custody and are searching for another following the armed robbery of a west
Shreveport business last night.

On July 31, 2018, Shreveport Police patrol officers responded to reports of an armed robbery that was in
progress at the Thrifty Liquor Store in the 1400 block of Hollywood Avenue. Arriving officers learned that a
man entered the business armed with a handgun and demanded money from the clerk. The clerk surrendered an
unknown amount of cash and the suspect fled the business on foot and entered a vehicle. Officers spotted the
vehicle in the 3000 block of Amherst Street and immediately took 33-year-old Donnie Morgan into custody. A
second man fled on foot and avoided capture.

Morgan, of the 6800 block of Lavender Street, was charged with Armed Robbery and several traffic warrants
and was subsequently booked into the Shreveport City jail.
