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Teens charged in spate of violent crimes 

 
 
Shreveport Police detectives have jailed a group of local teens in connection with a string of violent crimes dating 
back to early October 2018.  Based on information and evidence gathered during the course of multiple 
investigations, authorities have identified and charged the following individuals in connection with the listed crimes: 
 
1.      Robert Davis, 17, of the 2700 block of Willis Street, has been charged with two counts of Armed Robbery, in 
connection to robberies that occurred in the 400 block of Mayfair Drive and 4200 block of Greenwood Lane.  Davis 
was also charged with one count of Attempted 2nd Degree Murder, relative to a shooting that occurred in the 1000 
block of Quail Creek Road. 
2.      Demaria Jefferson, 18, of the 2900 block of Oak Forest Lane, has been charged with two counts of Armed 
Robbery, in connection to robberies that occurred in the 400 block of Mayfair Drive and 4200 block of Greenwood 
Lane. Jefferson was also charged with one count of Attempted 2nd Degree Murder, relative to a shooting that 
occurred in the 1000 block of Quail Creek Road. 
3.      Dre’Dareaus Moore, 19, of the 2700 block of Willis Street, has been charged with one count of Principle to 
2nd Degree Murder, relative to a shooting that occurred in the 1000 block of Quail Creek Road. 
4.      A 16-year-old has been charged with one count of Armed Robbery, relative to a robbery that occurred in the 
4200 block of Greenwood Lane and one count of Attempted of 2nd Degree Murder, relative to a shooting that 
occurred in the 1000 block of Quail Creek Road. 
5.      A 15-year-old has been charged with one count of Armed Robbery, relative to a robbery that occurred in the 
1900 block of North Market Street. 
6.      A 13-year-old has been charged with one count of Armed Robbery, relative to a robbery which occurred in the 
1900 block of North Market Street. 
 
Detectives established associations between the group of teens and believed they worked together to commit many 
of these crimes. Other investigations into the groups alleged illicit activities are ongoing. 
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
