Shreveport Police property crimes investigators are searching for a man believed responsible for the late September 
burglary of a north Shreveport business. 
 
On September 30, 2018 Shreveport police patrol officers responded to a burglary at Boxes for Less in the 1000 block 
of Jack Wells Boulevard. They learned that the business was burglarized over the weekend and undisclosed amount 
of money taken from within. Patrol officers were able to recover fingerprints from the scene and submitted them to 
the Crime Scene Investigations Unit. On March 1, 2019, investigators matched the prints to 65-year-old Euril Davis 
of Bossier City. The print match paired with video evidence allowed investigators to procure a warrant for Davis 
charging him with one count of Simple burglary. Bond was set at $25,000.00
