Shreveport police are looking for two women accused of stealing a vehicle from a Shreveport gym.

On March 12, 2020, a patron of Planet Fitness in the 2700 block of West 70" Street placed their keys on the
provided key board at the front desk of the business. When the victim attempted to leave the gym, they
discovered that their car keys and vehicle were missing.

Investigators with the Property Crimes Investigations Unit launched an investigation and through video footage
provided by the business, were able to identify both suspects. Video showed suspects, 21-year-old Amber
Madriz and 19-year-old Megan White, arrive in the same car and work together to distract an employee and
take the victim’s keys. Video showed White driving away in the victim’s vehicle white Madriz followed.
Detective procured warrants charging Amber Madriz with one count of Theft of a Motor Vehicle and Megan
White with one count of Principle to Theft of a Motor Vehicle. Bond was set at $15,000.00 each.
