Brandon Richardson

A Sunday afternoon dispute has left one adult female critically injured and a man jailed. Today, just after 2:00 p.m.,
Shreveport Police responded to the 2800 block of Alabama Avenue relative to a shooting. Arriving officers located
an adult female suffering from a gunshot injury to the chest. Officers also immediately detained an adult male at the
scene who was armed with a handgun when officers arrived. The male was identified as Brandon Richardson
(10/21/1989). The female was transported to Ochsner LSU with life-threatening injuries.

Violent Crimes and crime scene investigators responded to this location interviewing witnesses and collecting
evidence. Investigators were able to determine that Richardson shot the female following a dispute. Following an
interview with Richardson, detectives charged Richardson with one count of Attempted Second Degree Murder. He
was booked into the Shreveport City Jail. The female remains in serious condition.
