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Police seek violent suspect  

 

 
 

Jamarcus Jackson 

 
On February 19th, 2023, Shreveport Police Department officers were contacted in reference to a 

report of a Home Invasion in the 1550 block of Parker Street.  The victim reported that the suspect, 

Jamarcus Jackson (7-3-2000), entered their residence while she and another female were asleep.  

Jackson then intentionally used force to harm both victims.  Both victims were observed to have 

visible injuries.  

 

The victims stated upon Jackson’s exiting the residence gunshots were heard and their residence was 

damaged by bullet holes. The victim had injuries that were consistent with the reported abuse.   

 

Shreveport Police Domestic Violence Detectives began their investigation into this case and 

determined that there were multiple instances in which Jackson used violence against the victim in 

the past.  Detectives have obtained arrest warrants for Jamarcus Jackson for one count of Armed 

Robbery, one count of Home Invasion, one count of Aggravated Criminal Damage to Property, and 

one count of Illegal Use of a Weapon.
