In the early morning hours of March 24th, 2023 Shreveport Police Patrol officers made three DWI 

arrests.

Jackson was 

observed by officers driving a vehicle with only three wheels.  As officers approached, she was 

reported intoxicated.  She was arrested and charged with one count of operating a vehicle while 

intoxicated.
