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UPDATE: Police Search For Man Accused Of Molestation

Detectives with Shreveport Police Department’s Sex Crimes Unit have issued a warrant for a man
accused of sexually assaulting a teen and another individual who is now an adult over several years.

OnJuly 22, 2023, investigators launched their investigation after two individuals came forward and
disclosed that Garrett Simmons (4-8-1980) had sexually assaulted them over a period of several
years. Detectives were able to able to collect enough evidence to procure warrants for Simmons
charging him with one (1) count of Second-Degree Rape and one (1) count of Molestation of a
juvenile. There was no bond set.
