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Felon Arrested With Fully Automatic Firearm

On September 29th Shreveport Police officers responded to a call regarding a suspicious person in the 
5300 block of Bienville Avenue. Reports indicated that a male suspect had fired shots in the area. 
Upon arrival, officers located Zitravion Lamichael Brown (DOB: 1/9/2005), who was found to have 
active warrants through the Bossier Parish Sheriff’s Department for armed robbery. 
 
Brown, a convicted felon, was discovered in possession of a firearm that had been positively 
identified as stolen. The firearm, a Glock, had also been illegally altered to function as a fully 
automatic weapon. 
 
Brown was arrested and charged with the following offenses: 

• Illegal Use of a Weapon 
• Illegal Possession of a Stolen Firearm 
• Possession of a Firearm by a Convicted Felon 
• Concealed Weapon by a Convicted Felon 
• Unlawful Handling of a Machine Gun 

 
Chief Smith emphasized that firearms in the hands of felons pose a significant threat to public safety 
and will not be tolerated. The Shreveport Police Department remains committed to ensuring the 
safety of the community by taking illegal firearms off the streets.
