Shreveport Police Arrest Multiple Individuals for Illegal Firearm Possession Over 
the Weekend 

 
 

The Shreveport Police Department was highly active over the weekend, apprehending several 
individuals for illegal possession of firearms. All firearms were seized and are pending destruction 
upon completion of prosecution. 
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• October 15, 2024, 1:00 PM: The Shreveport Police Department’s K-9 Unit assisted the U.S. 
Marshals in the arrest of 23-year-old Michael Kingston, who was wanted by the Minden 
Police Department for First Degree Murder, Armed Robbery with a Firearm, and Felon in 
Possession of a Firearm. Kingston was located at The Encore on Kingston Road and 
attempted to flee but was apprehended by K-9 Diesel. Kingston also faces additional 
charges, including Resisting an Officer, Felon in Possession of a Firearm, and Forgery. 
 

• October 17, 2024: Just after 4 PM, Shreveport Police Patrol officers and detectives arrested 
Harold Turner during an investigation into a possible person-snatching incident at Creswell 
and Marshall Street. Turner was charged with Illegal Carrying of a Weapon, Possession of 
Narcotics with Intent to Distribute, Possession of a Firearm by a Convicted Felon, and 
Resisting an Officer. 

 
• October 19, 2024: Officers responded to a domestic disturbance involving an armed person. 

Following an investigation, Jerius Kirkendoll was arrested for Domestic Abuse Battery with 
Aggravated Assault and Possession of a Firearm by a Convicted Felon after being found 
armed with a handgun and threatening individuals inside the residence. 
 

 
• October 19, 2024, 8:09 PM: Officers responded to the 8900 block of Torento Drive after a 

concerned citizen reported a male subject walking outside and yelling into a phone while 
armed with a rifle. Upon arrival, officers observed the male, identified as Walter Dickerson, 
retreating into a house. After a brief standoff, Dickerson emerged and was arrested for being 
a Convicted Felon in Possession of a Firearm. 
 

• October 20, 2024, Midnight: Taurus White was stopped by Shreveport Police officers and 
found to be in possession of a firearm, despite being prohibited due to a prior felony 
conviction. 

 
• October 20, 2024: Chris Moore was arrested following a traffic stop and charged with 

Distribution of Multiple Types of Narcotics and Possession of a Firearm by a Convicted 
Felon. 

 
These arrests underscore the Shreveport Police Department’s ongoing commitment to removing 
illegal firearms from our community and ensuring public safety.
