The Shreveport Police Department is addressing two recent cases of domestic violence, 
underscoring its commitment to combating such incidents and ensuring the safety of victims. 
 
Jeremiah Green Arrested Following Domestic Violence Incident 
On January 20, 2025, at approximately 1:30 PM, Shreveport Police responded to a third 
domestic trouble call in the 7800 block of Yuri Drive. Upon arrival, officers detained Jeremiah 
Green, who has since been charged with the following: 

• Domestic Abuse with Child Endangerment 
• Domestic Abuse Battery by Strangulation 

Green was taken into custody without incident. 
 
David White Wanted in December Domestic Violence Case 
Shreveport Police are seeking David White in connection with a violent domestic incident that 
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occurred in December 2024 in the 6900 block of West Canal Street. 
 
Domestic violence detectives have obtained warrants for White’s arrest for the following 
charges: 

• Simple Kidnapping 
• Domestic Abuse Battery (2nd Offense) 
• Domestic Abuse Battery by Serious Bodily Injury 
• Domestic Abuse Battery with Strangulation 

 
The victim in this case reported being strangled unconscious and later waking up in the trunk of 
a vehicle as White attempted to close it. 
 
The Shreveport Police Department takes all reports of domestic violence seriously and is 
committed to holding perpetrators accountable.
