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Shreveport Police Make Multiple Arrests for Narcotics and Firearms Offenses

The Shreveport Police Department remains committed to keeping illegal firearms and narcotics off the streets. Officers 
recently made multiple arrests as part of ongoing enforcement efforts. 

On February 14, 2025, at approximately 6:00 AM, the Shreveport Police Street-Level Interdiction Unit conducted an 
investigation in the 200 block of Merrick Street. During this operation, the Jump Out Boys arrested David Smith for 
narcotics and firearms-related offenses. Smith has been charged with: 

• Three counts of manufacturing and distribution of narcotics 

• One count of illegal carrying of a weapon in the presence of a controlled dangerous substance 

Additionally, on February 18, 2025, just after 1:00 AM, Shreveport police officers responded to a call regarding a 
suspicious person in the 4000 block of Greenwood Road. Upon arrival, officers located and detained Marlon Grant. Further 
investigation revealed that Grant was in possession of a handgun, despite being underage. He has been charged with: 

• One count of juvenile possession of a handgun 

• One count of possession of marijuana 

The Shreveport Police Department remains dedicated to removing illegal firearms and narcotics from our communities. 
These arrests serve as a testament to our ongoing efforts to ensure the safety of our citizens.
