 Man Arrested Following Shooting Incident on Buckelew Street

On March 4, 2025, officers with the Shreveport Police Department responded to reports of gunfire in the 600 block of 
Buckelew Street. Upon arrival, officers were informed that a male suspect, identified as Jackie Hightower (DOB: 
06/13/1988), had been seen discharging a firearm at a white vehicle parked on the street. 

The vehicle belonged to the victim, who discovered multiple bullet holes on the driver's side upon stepping outside his 
residence. While assessing the damage, the victim observed Hightower emerge from his residence again, armed with a 
firearm, and begin firing in his direction. 

In response, the victim retrieved his own firearm and ordered Hightower to stop. When Hightower continued to advance, 
the victim discharged a single round in his direction. At that point, Hightower retreated into his residence, where he 
remained until officers arrived. 

Officers secured the scene and took Hightower into custody without further incident. After further investigation, it was 
determined that the firearm in his possession had been reported stolen. Hightower was transported to jail and booked on 
the following charges: 

• Illegal possession of a stolen firearm 

• Criminal damage to property 

• Aggravated criminal damage to property 

• Illegal use of a weapon 

• Possession of a firearm by a convicted felon 

 

Fortunately, no injuries were reported in this incident. The Shreveport Police Department remains committed to ensuring 
the safety of our community and holding offenders accountable for violent acts.
