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Shreveport Police Respond to Shooting, Suspect in Custody

On March 10, 2025, at approximately 8:12 AM, Shreveport Police officers responded to a reported shooting at 2601 
Silver Pine. Upon arrival, officers located a Black male suffering from a single gunshot wound to the upper groin. The 
Shreveport Fire Department was dispatched and transported the victim to Ochsner Health Hospital with life-threatening 
injuries. 

Detectives arrived on scene and gathered initial details. The investigation revealed that a dispute occurred between the 
victim and the suspect, identified as Breanna Wheeler, inside the apartment complex. During the altercation, Wheeler 
produced a handgun and fired a single shot, striking the victim. 

Wheeler was taken into custody and transported to the Violent Crimes Office for a post-Miranda interview. Based on her 
statement and the evidence collected, she was charged with one count of second-degree aggravated battery. Officers also 
discovered that Wheeler had several outstanding traffic warrants. 

Chief Wayne Smith commends the swift and diligent work of the responding officers and detectives in bringing a quick 
resolution to this case. The victim is expected to recover.
