SPD Seek Public Assistance in Locating Two Wanted Sex Offenders 

 
The Shreveport Police Department is seeking the public’s help in locating two individuals who are wanted for 
failing to comply with sex offender registration requirements. 

Terrence Lattin is wanted on an active warrant for failure to register as a sex offender. Lattin was convicted of 
sexual battery and is legally required to maintain his registration. Authorities are asking for any information that 
may lead to his whereabouts. 

Additionally, David Boyle is also wanted for failure to register as a sex offender. Boyle was convicted in 
Massachusetts of two counts of indecent assault and battery of a child under 14. He has a history of non-
compliance, with �ive prior convictions for failing to register as a sex offender. 

Both individuals have active warrants, and law enforcement is urging anyone with information to come forward. If 
you have any knowledge of their location, please contact the Shreveport Police Department at (318) 673-7300 or 
submit an anonymous tip through Caddo Crime Stoppers at (318) 673-7373.
