• Must have a minimum GPA of 3.0 
• May be a Fall 2024 or Spring 2025 graduate 
• Must demonstrate a strong work ethic, commitment to community, sense of 

responsibility, and academic performance 

Interns will work 30 hours per week, Monday through Friday from 9 AM to 4 PM, and will be 
compensated for their participation.
