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Teen Injured in Sunday Morning Stabbing; Suspect in Custody

On Sunday, April 20, 2025, at approximately 9:42 a.m., Shreveport Police Department Patrol 
Officers and Shreveport Fire Department Medics responded to a reported stabbing at 2929 Peach 
Street. 

Upon arrival, officers located a 17-year-old male suffering from a single puncture wound to the 
upper back/lower left shoulder. The victim informed officers that he had been stabbed by a male 
acquaintance. SFD Medics rendered aid at the scene and transported the victim to Ochsner LSU 
Health for further treatment. His injury was determined to be non-life-threatening, and he was 
expected to be released later the same day. 

SPD Patrol Officers quickly located the suspect inside the apartment identified by the victim. The 
suspect, identified as Jason Fisher Jr., was detained at the scene. SPD Violent Crimes Investigators 
were notified and responded to conduct further investigation. 

Fisher was interviewed at the Shreveport Police Detective’s Office and subsequently arrested for 
one count of Aggravated Battery. He was also found to have two outstanding fugitive warrants—
one from the Bossier City Police Department and another from the Bossier Sheriff’s Office 

The investigation remains ongoing.
