The Shreveport Police Department is asking for the public’s assistance in identifying a suspect involved in a burglary that 
occurred on May 13, 2025, at the UPS Store located at 4830 Line Avenue. 

According to investigators, a white male suspect used a key to gain entry into the store and stole checks, money orders, 
and an undisclosed amount of cash. Surveillance footage indicates that the suspect appeared familiar with the layout of the 
business. 

Photographs of the suspect have been obtained and are being released to the public in hopes that someone may recognize 
him and provide information that could lead to his identification and arrest.
