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Shreveport Police Investigate Motor Vehicle Theft Involving Amber Rodriguez

Shreveport Police Department is actively investigating a motor vehicle theft reported on June 5, 2025, involving a 
vehicle stolen from the 5103 Monkhouse Drive area on or around May 9, 2025. 

 

During the investigation, detectives learned that Amber Rodriguez and the victim were both arrested by SPD Vice 
of�icers on May 6, 2025. At that time, the victim’s vehicle was parked on restaurant property, locked and secured 
at the victim’s request. The vehicle key was placed in the offender’s property. After Rodriguez was released from 
Caddo Correctional Center (CCC), she took possession of the vehicle without the victim’s consent. 

 

The victim has expressed a desire to pursue charges, citing unauthorized use of the vehicle and refusal by 
Rodriguez to return the key. 

 

An arrest warrant for Amber Rodriguez has been submitted, charging one count of unauthorized use of a vehicle 
and misdemeanor theft.
