Detectives with the Shreveport Police Department are actively searching for Matthew Allen, who is wanted in 
connection with an ongoing white-collar crime investigation. 

Allen is wanted for one count of theft and one count of access device fraud after being accused of making 
unauthorized purchases using a business credit card. Detectives say that the majority of the transactions were 
made on websites such as OnlyFans and Fansly, with the total amount of the fraudulent charges nearing $7,000. 

Further investigation revealed additional suspicious charges, prompting detectives to secure a warrant for Allen’s 
arrest after an addition $42,000 of fraud was found. 

Authorities are now asking for the public’s assistance in locating Matthew Allen.
