Arrest Made in Armed Kidnapping Incident

In the early morning hours of Tuesday, July 15th, just after 1:00 a.m., Shreveport Police of�icers were dispatched to 
a report of an armed person at 1205 Shreveport Barksdale Highway. Upon arrival, of�icers located a female victim 
who reported she had been kidnapped from her residence in the 1100 block of Gayle Street. The victim also advised 
that gunshots had been �ired at that location prior to her escape. Thankfully, she was not physically injured. 

Through swift investigative work, of�icers were able to identify and arrest Jeremy Brown in connection with the 
incident. Brown has been charged with the following: 

• One count of Home Invasion 

• One count of Aggravated Kidnapping 

• One count of Aggravated Assault with a Firearm 

• One count of Simple Battery of a Dating Partner 

This case highlights the ongoing issue of domestic violence in our community. While we are grateful that the victim 
was not seriously harmed, the situation could have ended in tragedy. The Shreveport Police Department remains 
committed to holding offenders accountable and ensuring the safety of those affected by domestic violence.
