Cheryl Bales 
and Thomas Nelson were arrested for violating the ordinance, which prohibits squatting in locations deemed unfit for 
habitation. In addition to the squatting charge, Nelson was also found to be in possession of narcotics paraphernalia. 
 

Enforcement continued August 4, when Harold Armor and Lisa James were both arrested for violating the same 
ordinance.
