Shreveport Police Seek Suspect in Bank Fraud Case

The Shreveport Police Department is actively searching for Isaiah Santiago, who is wanted in connection with a bank fraud 
investigation. 

 

Santiago is accused of depositing fraudulent checks that were made to appear as legitimate U.S. Treasury checks. 
Investigators were able to identify him through video surveillance footage and with assistance from local law enforcement 
partners. 

 

Surveillance video shows Santiago conducting multiple transactions at Thrifty Liquor locations, where he withdrew large 
sums of money connected to the forged checks. 

 

An arrest warrant has been issued for one count of bank fraud.
