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SPD Identi�ies Suspect in Burglary/ Vehicle Theft Case – Public’s Help Still Needed 

 
Thanks to a tip through Caddo Crime Stoppers, detectives with the Shreveport Police Department have identi�ied one of the 
suspects involved in a recent burglary and vehicle theft. 

The female suspect has been identi�ied as 33-year-old Courtney Michelle Brown.  Detectives with SPD’s Property Crimes 
Unit have obtained warrants for Brown’s arrest for the following charges: 

• One count of Simple Burglary 

• One count of Theft of a Motor Vehicle 

• One count of Theft 

• One count of Property Damage 

This investigation stems from an incident that occurred on July 28, 2025, at approximately 12:40 a.m. Of�icers were 
dispatched to the 1500 block of Line Avenue in reference to a burglary and stolen vehicle. 



 
The victim, a disabled veteran, told of�icers that while he was asleep, two unknown individuals—a Black male and a White 
female—entered his residence without consent and stole personal items including clothing, jewelry, and keys to his 2019 
white Mercedes-Benz. The suspects �led the scene in the stolen vehicle and later used the victim’s debit card at a local Circle 
K without permission. 

Thanks to surveillance footage and community involvement, detectives were able to identify Brown as one of the individuals 
involved. However, the second suspect—an unidenti�ied Black male seen in the footage—is still at large. 

We are grateful for the community’s help in identifying one of the offenders, but our work is not done. We will not stop until 
both individuals are held accountable. Stealing from anyone is unacceptable—but stealing from a sleeping veteran? That 
demands justice.
