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Shreveport Police Make Arrests in June 29 Homicide

Shreveport, LA – The Shreveport Police Department’s Violent Crimes Unit has made significant progress in the 
investigation of a tragic shooting that occurred on June 29, 2025, at the Lifestyle Apartments. The incident claimed the life 
of 24-year-old Zauntravious Davis and left two others injured, including a two-year-old child. 

As part of the investigation, detectives have charged Jeoffrey McKenzie with the following offenses: 

• Second Degree Murder 

• Two Counts of Attempted Second Degree Murder 

• Possession of a Firearm by a Convicted Felon 

McKenzie has a prior criminal history that includes arrests for armed robbery, kidnapping, and felony carnal knowledge 
of a juvenile. 

This senseless act of violence has left a lasting impact on our community. The Shreveport Police Department remains 
committed to ensuring justice for the victims and their families. The investigation is ongoing, and detectives are actively 
seeking additional individuals who may have knowledge related to this crime. 

Chief Wayne Smith commended the tireless efforts of the Homicide Unit, stating, 

“This case is a strong example of outstanding investigative work and relentless pursuit of justice by our detectives. Their 
dedication to uncovering the truth and bringing those responsible to justice is commendable.”
