The Shreveport Police Department continues its mission to remove firearms from individuals prohibited from possessing 
them. 

On September 2, 2025, just after 1:00 AM, officers arrested Jackson Shoalmire after he was found in possession of a 
firearm. Records indicate that Shoalmire is a convicted felon and was wanted for a parole violation. He now faces one 
count of being a convicted felon in possession of a firearm. 

Earlier, on August 28, 2025, officers arrested Bryce Davis after responding to a call in which he allegedly threatened 
someone with a firearm. Davis was found to have multiple warrants for entering and remaining on property after being 
forbidden and was charged with aggravated assault with a firearm. 

The Shreveport Police Department remains committed to taking firearm-related offenses extremely seriously and urges the 
public to report any suspicious activity.
