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Shreveport Police Department Continues Fight Against Domestic Violence

The Shreveport Police Department remains committed to protecting victims and holding offenders accountable in cases of 
domestic violence. In recent weeks, officers have made several arrests connected to violent domestic incidents across our 
city. 

On September 8, 2025, officers arrested Victoria Landman on one count of Domestic Abuse Battery. This arrest stems from 
an incident on the 900 block of College Street. On August 27, 2025, officers responded to the same area regarding a major 
hit-and-run and discovered a male lying on the ground screaming in pain. Investigators determined the victim, who was 
Landman’s boyfriend, had been struck by a vehicle. Further investigation revealed that the victim had been running from 
Landman as she attempted to run him over. He sustained significant injuries to his leg as a result. 

Also on September 8, 2025, Keyuntay Murphy was arrested on outstanding domestic violence warrants. Murphy is accused 
of strangling his child’s mother and repeatedly striking her in the head, all in the presence of four small children. He now 
faces charges including Domestic Abuse Battery by Strangulation, four counts of Battery of a Dating Partner with Child 
Endangerment, and Narcotics offenses. 

On September 7, 2025, officers arrested Latarjawar Mosley during a domestic incident. Mosley has been charged with 
Domestic Abuse Battery and Domestic Abuse Battery with Child Endangerment, meaning children were present during the 
offense. 

The Shreveport Police Department will continue to exhaust every resource to combat domestic violence and protect 
vulnerable members of our community. We encourage victims of domestic violence, or anyone who knows of someone in 
danger, to reach out for help immediately.
