Shreveport Police Seek Public’s Help in Locating Missing Children and Wanted Suspect 

  

 

 

 

 

 

 

Trametrice Marie Maxie - Kalaijha and Malaijha Bell 

The Shreveport Police Department’s Juvenile Crimes Against Children Detectives have obtained an arrest warrant for 
Trametrice Marie Maxie (DOB: 6/30/1984) for two counts of Criminal Neglect of Family. 

 

Investigators believe that Maxie currently has her two children, Kalaijha Bell and Malaijha Bell, with her. Authorities have 
been unable to locate Maxie or the children, and both juveniles are listed as missing in the National Crime Information 
Center (NCIC). 

 

The warrant was issued following an investigation which revealed that Kalaijha has missed 111 days of school and Malaijha 
has missed 94 days of school. Parents are legally responsible for ensuring their children receive proper care, including 
consistent school attendance. 

 

The Shreveport Police Department is asking for the public’s assistance in locating Maxie and her children.
