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Shreveport Police Seek Public’s Help Identifying Suspects in Shooting 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

On October 1, 2025, at approximately 5:13 p.m., Shreveport Police patrol officers responded to the 2800 block 
of Lillian Street in reference to a reported shooting. 

Upon arrival, officers located a female victim suffering from multiple gunshot wounds. Officers also observed 
that the victim’s vehicle had sustained damage consistent with gunfire. The victim was transported to Ochsner 
Hospital for treatment of life-threatening injuries. 

Detectives with the Shreveport Police Violent Crimes Unit were summoned to the scene and immediately began 
their investigation. Surveillance images obtained from the incident show the suspects and the vehicle they arrived 
in. In the final image, a female suspect can be seen exiting the vehicle and driving away while the shooters walk 
toward an alley, where they waited for the victim. 

The suspects in this case are considered armed and dangerous. Investigators are asking for the public’s assistance 
in identifying and locating them.
