Shreveport Police Seek Forgery Suspect Accused of Defrauding Local Church

Detectives with the Shreveport Police Department’s White Collar Crimes Division are searching for Ebony Wilson (DOB 
9-8-74), who is wanted on a warrant for one count of Forgery. 

 

The investigation began after a local Baptist church reported financial discrepancies. Detectives determined that three 
forged checks had been written and cashed, resulting in the loss of several thousand dollars. 

 

Through coordination with a local bank, investigators confirmed that the checks were cashed by Wilson. Based on their 
findings, detectives obtained a warrant for her arrest. 

 

The Shreveport Police Department takes financial crimes seriously, especially those that target places of worship and 
charitable organizations within our community.
