Shreveport Police Seek Public’s Help in Locating Habitual Retail Theft Offender 

 
On October 29, 2025, the Shreveport Police Department was contacted by an asset protection employee from Home Depot 
regarding multiple thefts committed by the same individual. The employee provided video evidence documenting each 
incident. 

Detectives reviewed the footage and identified the suspect as Clydell Patterson, who was seen stealing Milwaukee brand 
merchandise on several occasions. 

Patterson’s criminal history includes seven theft-related arrests in the Shreveport–Bossier area and four prior theft 
convictions. He was also recently arrested for theft on August 7, 2025, at another retail location. 

The Shreveport Police Department is asking for the public’s assistance in locating this habitual offender. 

Retail theft is not a victimless crime—it drives up prices and affects honest consumers and business owners alike.
