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SPD: All Three Identified Suspects in Clyde Fant Parkway Double Homicide Now in Custody

Shreveport Police Chief Wayne Smith announces significant progress in the investigation of Wednesday night’s deadly 
shooting on Clyde Fant Parkway, which claimed the lives of two men and left a third seriously injured. 

Detectives with the Shreveport Police Department’s Violent Crimes Unit have arrested 17-year-old Tarvella Loston and 
Joshua Thomas, both charged with two counts of Second-Degree Murder and one count of Attempted Second-Degree 
Murder for their involvement in this tragic incident. 

A third suspect, Dennis Scott, who was previously identified and wanted on the same charges, has now turned himself in 
to authorities. 

Chief Smith expressed relief that these individuals are no longer on the streets, stating that their swift apprehension is a 
testament to the relentless efforts of SPD’s Violent Crimes detectives and the Special Response Team. 

“This was a heinous act of violence, and it will not be tolerated in our community,” Chief Smith said. “I am proud of the 
outstanding work by our detectives and grateful to see these offenders brought into custody. We will continue to pursue 
every lead until all individuals involved are held accountable.” 

The investigation remains active, and additional suspects may still be identified as detectives continue to process evidence 
and conduct interviews.
