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Two Men Wanted in Separate Domestic Violence Investigations 

 

 

 

Anthony Johnson & Quantreven Martin  

Detectives with the Shreveport Police Department are seeking the public’s help in locating two men who are 
wanted in connection with separate domestic violence incidents that left victims shaken and injured. 

In the first case, officers responded to a residence in the 300 block of East 68th Street on November 29, 2025, 
after a woman reported being assaulted by her boyfriend. According to the victim, her boyfriend, Quantreven 
Martin, intentionally used force against her without her consent, resulting in visible injuries. Officers documented 
the injuries and began an investigation. Based on the information gathered, detectives obtained an arrest warrant 
charging Martin with one count of Domestic Abuse Battery. Martin remains at large. 

Just days earlier, on November 19, 2025, officers were called to a home in the 7600 block of Liberty Street 
following a reported domestic disturbance between a married couple. The female victim told investigators that 
during the altercation, her husband, Anthony Johnson, placed pressure on her throat and neck, intentionally 
impeding her ability to breathe and restricting blood flow. The victim stated the incident occurred during a 
physical confrontation that escalated quickly. Officers contacted the victim, and a follow-up, in-person interview 
was scheduled as part of the investigation. 

After reviewing the facts of the case, detectives obtained an arrest warrant for Anthony Johnson, charging him 
with Domestic Abuse Battery with Strangulation, a serious felony offense. Johnson has not yet been taken into 
custody. 

The Shreveport Police Department takes domestic violence incidents seriously and remains committed to 
protecting victims and holding offenders accountable. Anyone who knows the whereabouts of Quantreven Martin 
or Anthony Johnson is urged to contact Shreveport Police at 318-673-7300 or Caddo Crime Stoppers at 318-673-
7373. All tips can be made anonymously, and information leading to an arrest may be eligible for a cash reward.
