Shreveport Police Department – Second Degree Battery Arrest 

 

Devuntre Dismuke  

During an ongoing investigation, Devuntre Dismuke (Black male, DOB: 11/21/1994) was identified as the suspect in the 
Second Degree Battery of a 76-year-old man. 

On January 11, 2026, at approximately 1:55 p.m., Shreveport Police Communications received a call from Willis-Knighton 
South ER advising that an elderly male victim was being treated for injuries sustained during an incident. Due to the 
severity of those injuries—including multiple brain bleeds—the victim was transported to Ochsner LSU Health Shreveport 
for further treatment. 

Investigators gathered evidence and, as a result, obtained an arrest warrant for Dismuke on charges of Second Degree 
Battery. On the evening of January 22, 2026, Dismuke turned himself in at the Caddo Correctional Center. 

The Shreveport Police Department would like to thank the staff at Willis-Knighton South ER for their professionalism and 
assistance in this investigation.
