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Shreveport Police Investigating Homicide 

On January 27, 2026, at approximately 9:15 p.m., officers with the Shreveport Police Department Uniformed Patrol 
Services Division responded to a call regarding an unconscious male lying in the roadway. 

Upon arrival, officers located an adult Black male, later identified as Morris Edwards, unresponsive and not breathing in 
the middle of the street. Shreveport Fire Department personnel were requested to the scene and subsequently pronounced 
Edwards deceased. 

Detectives with the Shreveport Police Department Violent Crimes Unit responded and were advised that the victim had 
sustained multiple gunshot wounds. The Caddo Parish Coroner’s Office responded, conducted an examination, and took 
possession of the victim’s remains. 

This incident marks Shreveport’s second homicide of 2026. 

Currently, no suspect information is available. The investigation remains ongoing.
