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Shreveport Police Arrest Man on Drug and Firearm Charges Following Prowler Call

Officers with the Shreveport Police Department responded to a prowler/suspicious person complaint at approximately 
3:30 p.m. on January 30, 2026, in the 3500 block of Hardy Street. 

Upon arrival in the area, officers observed a vehicle matching the description provided and initiated a traffic stop. During 
the investigation, officers discovered the driver to be in possession of MDMA. A subsequent search of the vehicle 
revealed two firearms, one of which was confirmed to be stolen, as well as fentanyl pills. 

The driver, Micah Eugene, physically resisted arrest. Officers were required to deploy OC spray and a Taser in order to 
safely gain compliance. Eugene was taken into custody and transported to Shreveport City Jail without further incident. 

This arrest removed dangerous narcotics and illegal firearms from Shreveport streets. The Shreveport Police Department 
remains committed to proactive policing and will continue to aggressively address criminal activity that threatens public 
safety. 

The Shreveport Police Department commends the officers involved for their quick response and professionalism in 
handling a potentially dangerous situation.
