Shreveport Police Issue Warning to Thieves: We Are Not Playing

The Shreveport Police Department is sending a clear message to anyone considering theft in our city: think again. 

On December 30, 2025, at approximately 8:30 a.m., officers responded to a reported theft at Sam’s Town Casino, located 
at 315 Clyde Fant Memorial Parkway in Shreveport, Caddo Parish, Louisiana. 

Upon arrival, officers made contact with casino security, who reported that a casino guest had stolen an industrial heater 
valued at approximately $1,500. Through the investigation, the suspect was identified as Robert Woodward, a White male 
born on December 17, 1988. Woodward was identified after using his issued Louisiana identification card to enter the 
casino. 

On January 8, 2026, a Shreveport Police Department Property Crimes investigator contacted Sam’s Town Casino security 
and obtained surveillance footage related to the incident. Based on the evidence gathered, an arrest warrant has been issued 
for Robert Woodward on charges of Felony Theft. 

The Shreveport Police Department is actively seeking Woodward’s whereabouts. Anyone with information that could assist 
in locating him is urged to contact Shreveport Police or submit tips anonymously through Caddo Crime Stoppers. 

Let this serve as a warning: theft in the City of Shreveport will be investigated thoroughly, and offenders will be held 
accountable. If you are thinking about stealing in our city, you should reconsider.
