Shreveport Police Make Arrest in Domestic Incident Involving Shooting

The Shreveport Police Department has made an arrest following a domestic incident that resulted in a shooting earlier 
today. 

Officers responded to 2140 North Hearne Avenue in reference to a report of a male who had been shot in the back during 
a domestic altercation. Upon arrival, officers secured the scene and ensured the victim received medical attention. The 
victim is expected to recover from his injuries. 

Through the course of the investigation, officers arrested Kierra Gray, who has been charged with one count of Domestic 
Abuse Battery with a Dangerous Weapon. She was transported and booked into the Shreveport City Jail. 

This incident serves as another reminder of the serious and often dangerous nature of domestic violence within our 
community. The Shreveport Police Department urges anyone experiencing domestic violence to seek help and report 
incidents before they escalate. Resources are available for victims who need assistance, safety planning, or shelter.
