The one-day, two 
session event is designed to educate the community about the importance of fire safety as well as 
demonstrate the many disciplines of the department.   
 
Partnering with local public and private schools, school-aged students from throughout the parish will be 
bused in from 10:00 AM-12:00 noon to learn the dangers associated with fire from trained fire safety 
professionals. The general public is encouraged to attend the 6:00-8:00 PM evening session.
