SFD Responds to Fire at Brentwood Hospital 

The Shreveport Fire Department responded to a fire at Brentwood Hospital in the 1000 Blk. of 
Highland Ave. at 10:52 p.m.  Fire units arrived on scene at 10:57 p.m. and discovered smoke on 
the 3rd floor of the facility.  Upon further investigation fire was discovered in the laundry room 
on the 3rd floor.  Fire Crews were able to contain the fire to the laundry room and extinguish 
the fire.  Additional crews checked for fire extension on the 2nd and 4th floors.  It took 13 fire 
units – 50 mins to bring the situation under control.  Fire damage was contained to the laundry 
room and minor smoke damage on the 3rd and 4th floor wing of the Hospital.   

All patients were safely evacuated to the first floor cafeteria and remained there until the all 
clear was given by the fire department.  There were no injuries reported and the cause of the
